McDowell vs. Borden's heirs--O. S. 153; N. S. 54--Bill in

Rockbridge, 1798. Orator, Samuel McDowell, oldest son and heir of

John McDowell, who died intestate about 1742. In 1738 John bought

from Benjamin Borden, Sr., either for services in building a road

to his grant through an unsettled country or some other

consideration, eleven hundred acres now in Rockbridge. Orator was

seven years old at death of his father. John sold 700 acres to

Andrew Moore. Alexander Moore, aged 82 years, deposes in

Rockbridge, 12th May, 1810. Son of Andrew. Statement by Andrew and

John Moore (son of Andrew), 6th April, 1743, of the circumstances

of the suit. Borden agreed to give John McDowell 1,000 acres to be

his first settler. John Hart was a hunter through the country and

became the surveyor. Hart agreed to be Borden's Pillet (pilot?). J.

Wood was the surveyor.
